The Lord said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: This month shall 
mark for you the beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the year 
for you. Tell the whole congregation of Israel that on the tenth of this month 
they are to take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each household. If a 
household is too small for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in 
obtaining one; the lamb shall be divided in proportion to the number of people 
who eat of it.

The Gospel Lesson                                                                John 13:1-7, 31b-35 

Celebrant The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.

Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had 
come to depart from this world and go to the Father. Having loved his own 
who were in the world, he loved them to the end. The devil had already put it 
into the heart of Judas son of Simon Iscariot to betray him. And during supper 
Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he 
had come from God and was going to God, got up from the table, took off 
his outer robe, and tied a towel around himself. Then he poured water into a 
basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel 
that was tied around him. He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, 
are you going to wash my feet?” Jesus answered, “You do not know now what 
I am doing, but later you will understand.” Peter said to him, “You will never 
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wash my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you have no share with 
me.” Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and 
my head!” Jesus said to him, “One who has bathed does not need to wash, 
except for the feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of 
you.” For he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all of 
you are clean.” 

After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to 
the table, he said to them, “Do you know what I have done to you?

Fellow servants of our Lord Jesus Christ: On the night before his death, Jesus 
set an example for his disciples by washing their feet, an act of humble service. 
He taught that strength and growth in the kingdom of God come not by 
power, authority, or even miracle, but by such lowly service, and he 
commanded them to follow his example by washing one another’s feet. 
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Therefore, I invite you who share in the royal priesthood of Christ to wash 
each other’s feet, remembering the new commandment that he gave this night, 
“Love one another as I have loved you. By this shall the world know that you 
are my disciples: That you have love for one another.” If you are alone tonight, 
I invite you to wash your own feet, offering to yourself the tender care and 
attention that you would give to another, and that Jesus wants to share with 
you.  
 

Please remove your shoes and socks. Come forward in the same manner as you would to 
receive Communion. The Interim Rector will guide you through the process of having your 
feet washed and washing another person’s feet.

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The Distribution of the Holy Sacrament 

All baptized Christians, regardless of age or denomination, are invited and 
welcome to receive the sacrament. Everyone, regardless of faith, is welcome 
to receive a blessing— simply cross your arms in front of you approach the 
priest. Each row, beginning in the front, should come up to the chancel step 
to receive the Blessed Bread. The Chalice cannot be offered at this time by 
direction of the Bishop of West Virginia. Once the priest has placed the wafer 
in your hand you should return by the side aisle to your pew. Once a row has 
received communion, the next is free to come to the chancel steps. Gluten free 
wafers are available to those who request them.
