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The Second Iesson James 3:1-12

Not many of you should become teachers, my brothers and sisters, for
you know that we who teach will be judged with greater strictness. For all of
us make many mistakes. Anyone who makes no mistakes in speaking is perfect,
able to keep the whole body in check with a bridle. If we put bits into the
mouths of horses to make them obey us, we guide their whole bodies. Or look
at ships: though they are so large that it takes strong winds to drive them, yet
they are guided by a very small rudder wherever the will of the pilot directs. So
also the tongue is a small member, yet it boasts of great exploits.




How great a forest is set ablaze by a small
firel And the tongue is a fire. The tongue is
placed among our members as a world of
iniquity; it stains the whole body, sets on fire the
cycle of nature, and is itself set on fire by hell.
For every species of beast and bird, of reptile and |
sea creature, can be tamed and has been tamed
by the human species, but no one can tame the
tongue-- a restless evil, full of deadly poison.
With it we bless the Lotrd and Father, and with it
we curse those who are made in the likeness of
God. From the same mouth come blessing and
cursing. My brothers and sisters, this ought not
to be so. Does a spring pour forth from the same opening both fresh and
brackish water? Can a fig tree, my brothers and sisters, yield olives, or a

grapevine figs? No more can salt water yield fresh.

The Gospel Lesson Mark 8:27-38
Please stand for the Gospel Lesson

Celebrant  'The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark.
Peaple Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Jesus went on with his disciples to the villages of Caesarea Philippi; and
on the way he asked his disciples, “Who do people say that I am?” And they
answered him, “John the Baptist; and others, Elijah; and still others, one of the
prophets.” He asked them, “But who do you say that I am?” Peter answered
him, “You are the Messiah.” And he sternly ordered them not to tell anyone
about him.

Then he began to teach them that the Son of Man must undergo great
suffering; and be rejected by the elders, the chief priests, and the scribes, and
be killed, and after three days rise again. He said all this quite openly. And Peter
took him aside and began to rebuke him. But turning and looking at his
disciples, he rebuked Peter and said, “Get behind me, Satan! For you are setting
your mind not on divine things but on human things.”



He called the crowd with his
disciples, and said to them, “If any
want to become my followers, let
them deny themselves and take up
their cross and follow me. For those
who want to save their life will lose
it, and those who lose their life for
my sake, and for the sake of the
gospel, will save it. For what will it
profit them to gain the whole world
and forfeit their life? Indeed, what
can they give in return for their life?
Those who are ashamed of me and of my words in this adulterous and sinful
generation, of them the Son of Man will also be ashamed when he comes in

the glory of his Father with the holy angels.”

At your command all things came to be: the vast expanse of interstellar space,
galaxies, suns, the planets in their courses, and this fragile earth, our island
home.

By your will they were created and have their being.

From the primal elements you brought forth the human race, and blessed us
with memory, reason, and skill. You made us the rulers of creation. But we
turned against you, and betrayed your trust; and we turned against one another.
Have mercy, Lord, for we are sinners in your sight.

Again and again, you called us to return. Through prophets and sages you
revealed your righteous Law.

Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on him in your
hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

The Prayer for Spiritual Communion

Should you prefer not to receive the physical elements of the Holy Communion you are invited to read the following in
silent prayer as the physical sacrament is being distributed.

In union, O Lord, with your faithful people at every altar of your Church,
where the Holy Eucharist is now being celebrated, I desire to offer to you
praise and thanksgiving. I remember your death, Lord Christ; I proclaim your
resurrection; I await your coming in glory. And since I cannot receive you
today in the Sacrament of your Body and Blood, I beseech you to come
spiritually into my heart. Cleanse and strengthen me with your grace, Lord
Jesus, and let me never be separated from you. May I live in you, and you in
me, in this life and in the life to come. Amen.

The Distribution of the Holy Sacrament

All baptized Christians, of any tradition, are welcome to receive the sacrament.
Everyone, regardless of faith, is welcome to receive a blessing— simply cross
your arms in front of you approach the priest. Each row, beginning in the
front, should come up to the chancel step to receive the Blessed Bread. The
Chalice cannot be offered at this time by direction of the Bishop of West
Virginia. Once the priest has dropped the Blessed Bread in your hand you
should return by the side aisle to your pew. Once a row has been Communed,
the next 1s free to come to the chancel steps.

Gluten free wafers are available to those who request them.

UV Light Air Sanitizers Donated to Christ Church: A generous donation by
an anonymous member of the Christ Church congregation has enabled us to
purchase hospital grade air sanitizers for the nave and sanctuary. These
sanitizers use HEPA filters and UV light to trap and kill bacteria and viruses.
The particular model purchased was designed for use in medical facilities and
the UV light component has been shown to kill the COVID-19 and other
viruses. Similar air sanitizers were recently required for use in all public-school
classrooms in the United Kingdom. These air sanitizers are quiet, efficient,
and discrete. They will be placed strategically around the room to help protect
all who enter our church for worship. We are thrilled to be able to add this
additional layer of protection for our members and guests. If you have any
questions about these new air sanitizers, please contact Fr.
