Let the same mind be in you that was in Christ Jesus, who, though he was
in the form of God, did not regard equality with God as something to be
exploited, but emptied himself, taking the form of a slave, being born in human
likeness. And being found in human form, he humbled himself and became
obedient to the point of death--even death on a cross.

If you do not wish to
receive the sacrament but would like to receive a blessing, please join us at the
rail and cross your arms over your chest. Depart through the doors at either
side of the rail, returning to your pew through the door by the reader’s lectern.
