 I would remind you, brothers and sisters, of the good news that I proclaimed to you, which 
you in turn received, in which also you stand, through which also you are being saved, if you hold 
firmly to the message that I proclaimed to you--unless you have come to believe in vain. 
 For I handed on to you as of first importance what I in turn had received: that Christ died for 
our sins in accordance with the scriptures, and that he was buried, and that he was raised on the third 
day in accordance with the scriptures, and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. Then he 
appeared to more than five hundred brothers and sisters at one time, most of whom are still alive, 
though some have died. Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. Last of all, as to one 
untimely born, he appeared also to me. For I am the least of the apostles, unfit to be called an apostle, 
because I persecuted the church of God. But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace 
toward me has not been in vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than any of them--though it was 
not I, but the grace of God that is with me.

The Gospel Lesson                 John 20:1-18 
Priest  The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.  
People  Glory to you, Lord Christ. 

 Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene came to the tomb 
and saw that the stone had been removed from the tomb. So she ran and went to Simon Peter and 
the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and said to them, "They have taken the Lord out of 
the tomb, and we do not know where they have laid him." Then Peter and the other disciple set out 
and went toward the tomb. The two were running together, but the other disciple outran Peter and 
reached the tomb first. He bent down to look in and saw the linen wrappings lying there, but he did 
not go in. Then Simon Peter came, following him, and 
went into the tomb. He saw the linen wrappings lying 
there, and the cloth that had been on Jesus' head, not 
lying with the linen wrappings but rolled up in a place 
by itself. Then the other disciple, who reached the 
tomb first, also went in, and he saw and believed; for 
as yet they did not understand the scripture, that he 
must rise from the dead. Then the disciples returned to 
their homes. But Mary stood weeping outside the 
tomb. As she wept, she bent over to look into the 
tomb; and she saw two angels in white, sitting where 
the body of Jesus had been lying, one at the head and 
the other at the feet. They said to her, "Woman, why 
are you weeping?" She said to them, "They have taken 
away my Lord, and I do not know where they have laid 



him." When she had said this, she turned around and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not know 
that it was Jesus. Jesus said to her, "Woman, why are you weeping? Whom are you looking for?" 
Supposing him to be the gardener, she said to him, "Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where 
you have laid him, and I will take him away." Jesus said to her, "Mary!" She turned and said to him 
in Hebrew, "Rabbouni!" (which means Teacher). Jesus said to her, "Do not hold on to me, because 
I have not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my brothers and say to them, `I am ascending to my 
Father and your Father, to my God and your God.'" Mary Magdalene went and announced to the 
disciples, "I have seen the Lord"; and she told them that he had said these things to her.

For our 
sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the 
third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and 
is seated at the right hand of the Father.  He will come again in glory to judge the living 
and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, 
the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son.  With the Father and the 
Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in 
one holy catholic* and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the 
forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world 
to come. Amen.

 Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself, and, when we had 
fallen into sin and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only 
and eternal Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you, the 
God and Father of all. He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself,  
in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice for the whole world. 
 

 On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread;

 Sanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, 
constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into the joy of your eternal 
kingdom.  
  

 All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity 
of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.

The Distribution of the Holy Sacrament  
 

All baptized Christians, of any tradition, are welcome to receive the sacrament.   
 

Everyone, regardless of faith, is welcome to receive a blessing—simply cross your arms in front of 
you as the priest comes by.   
 

Gluten free wafers are available to those who prefer them.  Please let Fr. Chad know as he comes to 
you at the altar rail.     
 

Fr. Chad will place the wafer in your hand.  You may 
consume the wafer and drink from the chalice as it is 
brought to you, or you may intinct (“dip”) the wafer in the 
chalice.  Should you prefer, the chalice assistant can intinct 
the wafer and place in on your tongue.  If you would like 
to receive the wafer but not the wine, simply cross your 
arms in front of you as the chalice assistant moves by.   
 

It is the tradition of this parish that  12 to 14 people at a 
time receive Communion at the altar rail, at which point 
all are dismissed together to return to their seats, and 
another group may move forward to the rail.
